FAQ’s CLARE CO-OPERATIVE MARTS


· What day can I enter stock for Sheep Auction?
· Entries for Monday Sheep Auction are taken on Friday of the previous week.

· What day can I enter stock for Tuesday Sale?
· Entries for Tuesday Sales will be taken from 9am Monday, Tuesday & to 5pm Wednesday of the previous week for inclusion in the draw.  You can still enter stock Thursday/Friday/Monday but they won’t be included in the draw. They will be the last pen to be sold in that category on the sale day.

· What day can I enter stock for Kilrush Mart?
· Entries can be taken the previous week and stock are accepted up to 10am on sale days.

· Is there a draw in Kilrush Mart?
· Yes for bullocks and heifers.

· What day can I enter stock for Thursday/Friday Sale?
· Entries for Thursday & Friday Sales will be taken from 9am Thursday and to 5pm Friday of the previous week for inclusion in the draw.  You can still enter stock Monday/Tuesday/Wednesday but they won’t be included in the draw.

· What is a ‘late entry’?
· You are not included in the draw as your entry wasn’t made on the designated days the week prior to the sale.  Your stock will be sold in the last pen of it’s category.

· What time is the draw made?
· The draw is normally made at 10.15 to 10.30am on sale days.

· How does the draw work?
· If the number drawn is equal to or below half the number of pens entered, we go down to pen 1 and then up.  If the number drawn is above half the number of pens entered, we go up to the last pen in the draw, then start at pen 1 and up to the number drawn.

· Is there a draw for all stock?
· No draw for Suckler Cows, Runners nor Aged Bulls.

· Can I buy stock online?
· Download 'MARTBIDS' app on your smartphone or log onto 'MARTBIDS' website in order to be able to view Clare Marts live sales in Ennis, Kilrush, Scariff and Kilfenora.


· How do I get approved to buy online?
· If you wish to be approved to buy online, click 'request permission to bid' (for the centre you wish to bid) on the app.  After submitting the request to bid you need to ring Clare Marts to approve you on the app.  You need to do this for each of our centres you wish to bid. 

· Can I get paid via bank transfer?
· Yes, we encourage payment for stock sold, by bank transfer as it is the most secure, economical and timely.  Forms are available on request.

· How can I pay for my stock?
· Payment can be made by debit card, cheque, bank transfer, cash or contra (with stock sold) on the sale day.

· When do I get paid when I sell stock?
· Payment is made into your account 4 days after the sale.  Cheques are issued 3 to 4 days after sale.

· Are sales held all year round?
· Sales are held all year round in Ennis.
· Kilrush Mart holds general sales weekly on Wednesdays in Spring and Autumn, fortnightly during the Summer.
· Seasonal Sales are held in Kilfenora and Scariff.


· Is hay/straw for sale on sale days?
· Yes hay/straw is for sale on most Tuesday and Thursday sale days at Ennis Mart.

· When are BVD samples collected?
· BVD samples are collected on Thursdays at 11am.  Samples can be dropped in to Kilrush Mart on Wednesdays or Ennis Mart Monday to Friday.

· What laboratory collects the BVD samples?

· How can I get a statement for my accountant?
· Call Head Office in Ennis on 065 6824411.

· Do you trade in Entitlements?
· Yes we do from Mid February to Mid May.

· Is the canteen open on sale days?
· Yes the canteen is open in Ennis on Tuesdays, Thursdays and seasonally on Fridays.  The canteen also opens on ‘special sales’ days in Ennis Mart.  The canteen is open in Kilrush on sale days.

· When is the next Funfair?
· The Funfair is advertised locally on ClareFM and on sinage around town.


· When is the next Circus?
· The Circus is advertised locally on ClareFM and on sinage around town.

· Can I buy shares in Clare Co-Operative Marts?
· Yes, if you are a trader, you can purchase 50 for €50, or if you already own 40 you can purchase 10 more.
